Small round old scruffy brush. 

 

Preparation: Lightly sand the sled front and back. 

Paint runners and underside with Payne's Grey and 

3/4 ñ Glaze Wash, let dry, apply a Second coat.                               

Paint the front with a light blue mix using White 

Wash + touch of Ultra Blue Deep and Diox. Pur-

ple.Using same mix with a little less White Wash 

pat and pull the medium mix. on the bottom sec-

tion-pouncing to blend with a damp make- up 

sponge.  Pat in a few touches of  Diox Purple. Use 

the damp make-up sponge and pounce a little Pur-

ple Cow around the top of the sled and down the 

sides.  Using a clean damp make-up sponge, 

lightly pounce White Wash through the center sec-

tion.  When the background suits you, transfer the 

pattern using Blue Saral transfer paper.

3.Basecoat the sides and back of the tray with Black Green. 

4. Put on all of the pattern except for the wine glass.
